(attach additional pages if necessary): The 2015 CHNA  was conducted as a collaboration 
between APD, Dartmouth Hitchcock, Mt. Ascutney Hospital and Health Care, New London 
Hospital and Valley Regional Hospital, under contract with the Community Health Institute of 
Bow, NH.  A jointly developed common stakeholder survey of regional health, human services, 
education, government and public health leaders was completed by 120 individuals.  Four focus 
groups were held,  with emphasis on participation from low income, underrepresented health 
service consumers.  A broad-based community survey was developed, and administered both 
through electronic means as well as through one-on-one interviews. In the Upper Valley, 1,185 
residents, representing a cross section based on age and income, completed the survey.
